English uses three sets of forms to talk about the present: (1) the simple present I
(Paco works), (2) the present progressive (Paco is working), and (3) the emphatic
present (Paco does work). In Spanish, the simple present can be used in all three cases.

- Spanish speakers often omit subject pronouns because the verb endings indicate who the

subject is. In Spanish, subject pronouns are used for emphasis, clarification, or contrast.

Gustar is different from other -ar verbs. To express your likes and dislikes, use the
expression (no) me gusta + ellla + [singular noun] or (no) me gustan + los/las +
[plural noun]. Note: You may use the phrase a mi for emphasis, but never the
subject pronoun yo.

I like classical music. I like Spanish and biology classes.

To talk about what you like and don’t like to do, use (no) me gusta + [infinitive(s)].
Note that the singular gusta is always used, even with more than one infinitive.

To ask a friend about likes and dislikes, use the pronoun te instead of me.
