The verbs tener (to have) and venir (to come) are among the most
frequently used in Spanish. Because most of their forms are irregular,

tener venir
yo tengo vengo

P> The endings are the same as those of regular -er and -ir verbs, except for the yo forms,
which are irregular: tengo, vengo.

P> In the t4, Ud., and Uds. forms, the e of the stem changes to ie, as shown below.

P> To express an obligation, use tener que (to have to) + [infinitive].

—Tengo que estudiar biologia.
I have to study biology.

—¢Qué tienes que estudiar hoy?
What do you have to study today?

P> To ask people if they feel like doing something, use tener ganas de (to feel like)
+ |infinitive].

—No, tengo ganas de dormir.
No, I feel like sleeping.

—¢Tienes ganas de comer?
Do you feel like eating?
